The Empowerment Experiment (EE) was one middle-class Black f a mi cbvvy|®ﬁeal-time, real-life case study to determine if
results will bear out, with empirical evidence, that dollars spent to support Black businesses and professionals can anchor job
creation and long-term economic development, thereby improving the quality of life in Black communities.

Through EE, the Anderson family of Oak Park, lllinois pledged, for one year, to solely patronize black-owned businesses and
black professionals whenever possible. EE was successfully launched in January of 2009.

African-American buying power in the U.S. equals $913 billion and is expected to increase to $1.2 trillion in 2013. The ultimate
goal of The Empowerment Experiment is to illustrate how average individuals and families can generate significant economic
growth in the Black community if they were to commit some portion of those dollars toward supporting Blacki owned businesses
and/or professionals, either directly, or via mainstream entities with significant supplier, vendor and franchisee diversity.

The Empowerment Experiment is similar to the i N bmpact E X p e r i cordocted by the Beavan family in New York City in
2007. The purpose of their experiment was to see what would happen if they went an entire year without doing anything to
Anegat impatleeeavironment. This meant eliminating television, electricity use, automobiles and food products obtained
from more than 250 miles away. It was an experiment to gauge impact, which mirrors the objective of EE.

Triggering unprecedented media coverage of the economic issues facing Black neighborhoods and uneven playing field Black
businesses endure, the Andersons completed their year of the experiment, chronicling the experiences, collecting the data,
conducting research, maintaining a website and documenting each and every purchase as part of a Northwestern University
study that was completed summer of 2010. They expended over $90,000 with Black businesses and professionals that they
would not have otherwise, and a significant portion went directly to underserved areas.

E E 6C&£O, Maggie Anderson, has become the national leader of a consumer driven movement to empower Black businesses
and neighborhoods. She is a sought-after speaker, appearing at major national conferences, universities and media outlets
promoting conscious consumerism and strategic partnering with well-intentioned mainstream corporations. Her highly
anticipated book, fi O Black Y e awilldbe in stores February 2012, presented by William Morris and Public Affairs Books.
